PERSONAL TRAINING

“Most of the time you cannot choose the time and place of the fight, but you can 
choose the outcome with your technical, tactical and physical training.”  

Technical training is the skillful way you employ your weapon systems.  Tactical 
training is the thought process and action you put into that employment.  Physical is 
just that, a condition that allows for sustained tactical and technical engagements 
with one or more threats in an efficient manner with rifle, pistol or hands, over and 
over again on demand.

TRAINING:

RIFLE RELOAD POSITION

Probably more so than the pistol, Tactical Officers and Soldiers will find themselves 
reloading their primary weapon or clearing a malfunction in a tactical environment 
more often than a pistol. Their battlefields will range from a school hallway, to a 
room or an open field or area.

A technique I have watched students use when reloading the rifle is to keep it 
parallel to the ground or muzzle slightly elevated.  This works okay on a flat range, 
but here are the problems I see with this technique.  

First, you do not control where the bullet goes if the rifle accidently fires.  It goes 
either straight downrange or up, either way there are generally no berms in real life 
to stop this bullet. You lose control of the round.  I have watched students take this 
technique into hallways where they may be many innocent civilians mixed in or 
behind the threat or to a room scenario. I have also had students reload into hostage 
targets in a room because this is the way they trained on a flat range and they did not 
have situational awareness.

Further, for soldiers, their battlefield is generally in depth and there will be soldiers 
downrange at times.  I do not promote loading into your buddies on the battlefield.

I use load/unload points on my ranges and during training. These point can be
simply dirt between two orange cones.  In the past year, I have had two instances 
where rounds were discharged into the dirt during loading sequences.  One was due 
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to a firing pin rusted into the forward position during loading and the other was due 
to a round stuck in the chamber after the weapon was cleared and the trigger pulled.  
Both rounds harmlessly struck the dirt in front of the shooter and did not leave the 
area.

We can control where we “dump” the energy of a bullet and dirt is one of the best 
natural mediums.  A tree also works well.  Launching a round into the community or 
among your fellow soldiers is not an acceptable alternative.  Teach students to be 
aware of their surroundings and their muzzle whether in a room, hallway or in the 
open.  

HALLIGAN COMBATIVES

I have one hand-combat trainer and staff that I recommend.  This is Danny Halligan
of Halligan Combatives.  I worked with his staff and educated them on all the 
tactical drills that I use to include CQB, Exterior and Interior Movement, Vehicle 
extractions, etc. They have reverse engineered their system to work at all levels in 
the use of force spectrum. Their system is simple, effective.  It is deadly when you 
choose it to be.

My intent for 2010 is to bring Danny and his crew to Nacogdoches to do 1 or two 
seminars during the year.  We are working on it as we speak.
